	5 Week Program: Students receive a stipend of $2,300.  Program dates are May 29 – July 2, 2019.   Students who will be freshmen college students in Fall 2019 are eligible for this program.

10 Week Program: Students receive a stipend of $4,600.  Program dates are May 22 – July 31, 2019. Students must be currently enrolled at university to be eligible for this program.

Travel and accommodations are to be paid by the student. Montana INBRE will arrange for dormitory accommodations as an option for students upon request.

Applicants, please note:  In order to facilitate timely review processes, late applications will not be considered for funding.  If you have concerns about meeting a deadline, please contact the Montana INBRE office.

In accordance with MSU policy, hiring will be conditional upon successful completion of a pre-employment background check. Implementation of this program is contingent upon continued funding of the MT INBRE grant.

· Participated in classroom phage discovery research as part of Montana Tech’s BRIC program.
· Be enrolled as a freshmen, sophomore, junior, or senior in good academic standing during summer term (> 6 credits) or upcoming fall semester (minimum 12 credits) 
· Be a US Citizen or authorized to work in the United States
